I
This agreement will promote activities in the following areas:

Exchange of students;

Exchange of faculty and academic staff;
-
Instructional and cultural programs, including publication activities of mutual interest, exchange of bibliographic materials and shared access to information networks.
II
1. Specific mechanisms for the implementation of particular cooperative and collaborative activities shall be established and described in writing by the responsible authority of each institution prior to the initiation of any particular program or activity.
III
1. All activities developed under the auspices of this Agreement will comply with the procedures, policies, and practices, of each University as well as the law and regulations of the host, including applicable portions of the applicable acts.
2. Both Institutions acknowledge that the visit by faculty and students from one institution to the other shall be subject to the entry and visa regulations of the _________ and, shall comply with the regulations and policies of OSENU and _____.
IV
1.
This Agreement is established for a period of five years, effective on the date of signing.
2.
In order to enhance the efficacy of their cooperative activities, OSENU and _____ agree that it shall be possible to introduce changes and additions to the Agreement by means of mutually agreed upon additional written clauses.
3.
At the end of each five-year period, this Agreement will be automatically renewed by mutual agreement for an additional five year, unless _____ or OSENU provide written notification of a decision of non-renewal prior to the expiration date. A minimum period of six months’ notice will be required from either party wishing to terminate the Agreement. In the event of termination, all commitments to students participating in the program will be honored by relevant parties.

Requirements
Nominated OSENU students will have a GPA equivalent to ____ and a minimal TOEFL score of 550 on the paper based test or a minimum of 213 on the computer based test.
Admission
Nominations and documentation of minimal requirements will not in themselves guarantee admission to ____. Offers of admission for OSENU nominees will be made by the ____ Office of Undergraduate Admissions. Offers of admission for the Autumn term will be made by ______, for the Spring term, ______.
Tuition Costs and Fees
Admitted OSENU students will pay prevailing out of state tuition costs directly to ____'s Bursar's Office and an additional _____ administrative fee to the Office of International Academic Programs on an individual basis.
Housing and Meal Plan
OSENU students will pay all regular _____ undergraduate fees, as well as a double room residence fee, and meal plan costs.
Requirements For Graduation
In order to receive _____ diploma OSENU students will satisfactorily complete all _____ general education and major requirements and petition for graduation clearance during their final semester.
Visas
The ____ Office of International Academic Programs will provide the assistance necessary for OSENU students to apply for an appropriate ____ visa.
Transcripts
